Gospel Reflectioni God is King

God is king. Earthly rulers, Cyrus or Caesar, are called by God to
reveal something of his power and majesty and his plan for the
human race. But their power is only temporary. Our concern is
with the eternal God whom we worship in this celebration
(Missal). Isaiah prophesied that God would choose Cyrus the king
of Persia to give freedom to his people. This was a prophecy Isaiah
made many years before King Cyrus was even born. Cyrus was a
pagan king. Isaiah called Cyrus anointed in the sense of the work
he would do. Jeremiah also prophesied the return of the exiles
(Jeremiah 29:10)This prophecy was fulfilled as recorded in the
Bible in 2 Chronicles 36: 223, and the books of Ezra and
Nehemiah. God empowered King Cyrus to give his people freedom
from slavery in the land of Babylon, and for them to return to their
ownland. Thi s was a marvell ous worl
our way. He works in mysterious ways. When he does it for you or
for me, he does it, even in the way we do not understand.

In the time of Christ on earth, the people of his native land were
under the leadership of Tiberius Caesar Augustus, the Roman
emperor.In the Gospel reading the Pharisees wanted to entrap
Jesus.
